Having 
said this, HE breathed HIS last. 
47. So when the Centurion saw 
what had happened, he glori-
fied GOD, saying, “Certainly 
this was A Righteous Man!”

41. And we indeed justly, for 
we receive the due reward 
of our deeds; but This MAN 
has done nothing wrong.”
