The History Continues,

Genesis 14:11 “And they
took all the goods of
Sodom and Gomorrah,
nd all their victuals,

and went their way.
(Goods: rek-oo sh’= prop-
erty, Riches, substance.
Victuals: 0’-kel= meat,
food. Sodom & Gomorrah
were known for their Pride,
their Rebellion, their
Wealth, their Material Pos-
sessions, and Fine Dining.
king Bera and king Birsha
ran for the mountains in
fear, abandoning their Cit-
ies, so king Chedorlaomer
took everything, includ-
ing Lot, Abram’s way-
ward nephew).

14:12 “And they took
Lot, Abram’s broth-
er’s son, who Dwelt
In Sodom, and his
goods, and departed.
(Lot’s whole purpose in choos-
ing Sodom was to Prosper.
Now he is just a helpless
Captured Refugee Slave
and his goods are Stolen
away in Soedom’s war of
pride).

14:13 “And there came
one that had escaped,
and told Abram the
Hebrew; for he dwelt in
the Plain of Mamre the
Amorite, brother of
Eshcol, and Aner: and
these were confederate
with Abram. (Abram: ab-
rawm’= High Father.
Hebrew: a descendant of
Eber, (Heber). Mamre: is
Hebron, ‘the Hebrew
place’ where Abram
settled among the
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Amorites. Amorite: from mara= vigor, lusty, to
rebel, to whip, lash, be Filthy, Lift Up Self.
Confederate: ba’al= I believe these Canaan-
ites were already Idol worshippers of Baal).

14:14 “And when Abram heard that his broth-
er’s son was taken Captive, he Armed his
trained servants, born in his own house, 318,
and Pursued them unto Dan. (Dan: dawn=
Judge, Minister Judgment. Rule, Strive, Con-
tend, Execute Judgment).

14:15 “And he divided himself against them,
he and his servants, by night, and Smote
them, and pursued them unto Hobah, which
is on the left hand of Damascus. (Abram with
318 Trained Servants Chased them all the
way to Hobah: kho-baw’= Hiding place, by
Damascus: dam-meh’-sek= a City in Syria).

14:16 “And he brought back All the
goods, and his brother Lot, and his
goods, and the women also, and the peo-
ple. (The kings of Sodom and Gomorrah were
afraid and hid in the Mountains. But Abram, with
just 318 men Rescued Lot, the Women, the people,
and All the Riches stolen by king Chedorlaomer of
Elam (Persia). But as Abram is coming back
after his Victory, guess who shows his face?)

14:17 “And the king of Sodom went out to
meet him after his return from the Slaughter
of Chedorlaomer, and the Kings that were
with him, at the Valley of Shaveh, which is
the King’s Dale. (Cowardly king Bela comes
before the Brave Abram, returning from the
Slaughter: naw-kaw’= the severe striking, punish-
ing of the 4 kings. Shaveh: Valley near Salem).

14:18 “And Melchizedek King Of Salem
brought forth Bread and Wine: and He was
the Priest Of The Most High God.
(Melchizedek: melek= King. Tsedeq= Right. King
of Righteousness. The Holy Priesthood After The
Son Of GOD. (Who was yet to come). He was a
Priest/King and a Forerunner of JESUS Christ,
Who also Served Bread and Wine).

14:19 “And He Blessed him, and Said, Blessed be
Abram Of The Most High GOD, Possessor Of
Heaven And Earth: (This Seals in Abram’s mind
that Creator had Accepted him, Blessed him, and
Was The Possessor Of the Land of Canaan that
HE Had Promised To Abram and to his descend-
ants. And this Land included the 5 Cities that
Chedorlaomer’s Army had attacked at the South-
ern end of the Land of Canaan).

14:20 “And Blessed Be The Most High GOD,
Which hat Delivered thine enemies into thy
hand. And he (Abram) gave Him
(Melchizedek) Tithes Of All. (By this time, the
Canaanites had many false gods that they wor-
shiped in lewd ways, but Creator Was The Most
High GOD, And Worthy Of All Blessing. Therefore
Abram gave 1/10 Th of All he brought back in
Wealth, to Melchizedek. In the Future The Most
High GOD Would Deliver Canaan into the hands
of Israel, Abram’s Future family).

14:21 “And the king of Sodom said unto
Abram, Give me the persons, and take the
goods to thyself. (king Bela wanted those poor
people that he had abandoned, back for himself.
He was willing to part with the goods).

14:22 “And Abram said to the king of Sodom,

I Have Lift Up My Hand Unto The LORD, The
Most High GOD, The POSSESSOR Of Heaven
And Earth, (Abram repeats back to this cowardly
king of Sodom exactly what Melchizedek had
Blessed him with, Creator LORD Was The Posses-
sor Of All Things, so Abram didn’t need anything
king Bela of Sodom had to offer him).

14:23 “That I will not take from a thread even
to a shoelachet, and that I will not take any-
thing that is thine, lest you should say, I have
made Abram rich: (Abram, like Israel today,
needs nothing from the Canaanites, because All
Belongs To The LORD Creator, Who Blesses
His People With All These Things, Including HIS
Promised Land).

14:24 “Save only that which the young men
have eaten, and the portion of the men
(Canaanites) that went with me, Aner, and
Eshcol, and Mamre; let them take their por-
tion. (Abram is so gracious to those of Canaan who
went to help him. Aner, Eshcol and Mamre de-
serves part of the Spoils of the war).

15:1 “After these things The Word Of The
LORD Came Unto Abram In A Vision,
Saying, ‘Fear Not, Abram: I AM Thy
Shield, And Thy Exceeding Great Re-
ward.’ (Creator LORD Speaks To Abram in
the Land of Canaan. Remember, there were
frightening Giants even after the Flood in the
Land of Canaan. But The LORD Is The Only
Shield Abram Needed. And The Only Reward
Abram Needed. Shield: maw-gane’= Protec-
tor. LORD Is Exceeding Great Reward: Quick to
Increase Benefits, And Compensation.
