
The story continues in the 

direction of the Godless Re-

bellion of Cain, with his de-

scendant Lamech. 

Genesis 4:19  “And Lamech 

took unto him two wives: 

the name of the one was 

Adah, and the name of the 

other Zillah. 4:20  “And 

Adah bare Jabal: he was 

the father of such as dwell 

in Tents, and of such as 

have Cattle.               

(Jabal= yubal= stream.  

(Jabal was the father of no-

madism, moving from place 

to place with cattle).                              

4:21  “And his brothers 

name was Jubal: he was the 

father of all such as handle 

the harp and organ. 

(organ= oo-gawb’= a reed  

instrument of music.  The 

beginning of Musical Arts.                            

The Cainites had intelli-

gence but no mention of the 

LORD Creator God so far. 

4:22  “And Zillah, she also 

bare Tubalcain, an instruct-

er of every artificer in brass 

and Iron: and the sister of 

Tubalcain was Naamah. 

(Zillah= tsil-law’ from tsale= 

shade, defence, shad (ow). 

Tubalcain= offspring of 

Cain. An instructer= law-

tash’ to hammer out a sharp 

edge.  Sharpen brass and 

Iron.  Tubal the smith. Tubal 

the metal worker.                 

It is amazing how early man 

discovered metals so soon.              

Artificer= kho-rashe’= a 

fabricator. Preparations for 

ploughing and warfare?  

Naamah= nah-am-aw’ femi-

nine of nah-am= pleasant-

ness, pleasure.  

4:23  “And Lamech said un-

to his wives, Adah and Zil-

lah, ‘hear my voice; ye wives 

of Lamech, hearken unto 

my speech: for I have slain a 

man to my wounding, and a 

young man to my hurt. 

(Lamech Sins like his ances-

tor Cain, by Slaying 2 men. 

Slain= harag= to smite with 

deadly intent. Murder, 

slaughter. (remember they 

already discovered Brass 

and Iorn, and learned how 

to make it sharp).                

To my wounding= khab-oo-

raw’=  a weal, black and 

blue stripe. (Lamech was in-

jured too).                        

4:24  “If Cain shall be 

avenged sevenfold, truly 

Lamech seventy seven-

fold. (here we see Lame-

ch’s Pride and self exalta-

tion.  His two wives had 

probably gotten tired of 

listening to him ranting 

and raging.                   

The full outcome of a life 

of self-will with anger, 

jealousy, and envy ends 

once again in murder.   

Lamech had made ene-

mies, and there was No 

fear of the LORD God in 

this descendant of Cain; 

It appears Lamech was 

only thinking of himself. 

he didn’t even expect 

punishment to himself). 

Lamech had gone the way 

of Cain, as mentioned lat-

er in the book of Jude. 

Jude 11  “Woe unto them! 

For they have gone in the 

way of Cain… 

  (Another Lamech would be 

born in the Lineage of        

Adam’s Godly Son Seth.       
I say this now so your not sur-

prised later.  Because this 

page is on Lamech in the 

lineage of Cain. Where we 

see No desire or progress 

back to LORD Creator).
