
ENOCH– NOT ‘LOST’ IN TRANSLATION 

Genesis 5:19 “And Jared lived after he 

begat Enoch eight hundred years, and 

begat sons and daughters:  And all the 

days of Jared were nine hundred sixty 

and two years: and he died.  And Enoch 

lived sixty and five years, and begat Me-

thuselah:  And Enoch walked with God 

after he begat Methuselah three hundred 

years, and begat sons and daughters:  

And all the days of Enoch were 

three hundred sixty and five years:  

Ge 5:24 And Enoch walked with 

GOD: and he was not; for GOD 

took him.  Ge 5:27 And all the days of 

Methuselah were nine hundred sixty and 

nine years: and he died. 

The name Enoch= dedicated.  He is the 

son of Jared and the father of Methuse-

lah- (the oldest man who ever lived on 

Earth).  Both his father and son saw 

death, before and after him. 

Yet for Enoch, he 

walked with GOD and 

GOD took him without 

him dying. 

Death was never GOD’S 

Vision for Mankind, but it 

has always been the devil’s 

goal.  JESUS said that the 

Devil was the “Father of 

Lies” and “a murderer 

from the beginning” 

(prompting Cain to kill 

Abel).  Ge 3:4-5 “And the 

serpent said unto the wom-

an, Ye shall not surely die:  

For GOD doth know that 

in the day ye eat thereof, 

then your eyes shall be 

opened, and ye shall be as 

gods, knowing good and 

evil.” 

GOD’S VISION FOR MAN 

HAS ALWAYS BEEN 

ETERNAL LIFE, BUT NOT 

IN MAN’S FALLEN ‘SIN CON-

DITION!’  Disobedience pro-

duced sickness and death. 

Gen 3:22 “And the LORD 

GOD said, Behold, the man is 

become as one of Us, to know 

good and evil: and now, lest he 

put forth his hand, and take 

also of the tree of life, and eat, 

and live for ever: Therefore 

the LORD GOD sent him 

forth from the garden of 

Eden, to till the ground from 

whence he was taken.  So he 

drove out the man; and he 

placed at the east of the gar-

den of Eden Cherubims, and a 

flaming sword which turned 

every way, to keep the way of 

the Tree Of Life.”                  

GOD did not want mankind 

living ‘forever separated’ 

from fellowship with Him!  

 

Hebrews 11:5-6  “By Faith Enoch was 

Translated that he should not see death; 

and was not found, because GOD had 

Translated him: for before his Trans-

lation he had this testimony, that he 

pleased GOD. 

But without Faith it is impossible to please 

Him: for he that cometh to GOD must be-

lieve that He is, and that He is a Rewarder of 

them that Diligently SEEK HIM.”—WNT.  

Enoch was one of the very few in O.T. Times 

who never died. He was the 7th generation.   

Being 365 years old, he disappeared from 

among earthlings, being taken to Heaven.

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2nd Kings 2:1-6-8  “And it 

came to pass, when the LORD 

would take up Elijah into 

heaven by a whirlwind, that 

Elijah went with Elisha from 

Gilgal. And Elijah said unto 

Elisha, Tarry here, I pray 

thee; for the LORD hath sent 

me to Bethel. And Elisha said 

unto him, As the LORD 

liveth, and as thy soul liveth, I 

will not leave thee. So they 

went down to Bethel.  And the 

sons of the prophets that were 

at Bethel came forth to Eli-

sha, and said unto him, Knowest 

thou that the LORD will take 

away thy master from thy head to 

day? And he  aid, Yea, I know it; 

hold ye your peace.  And Elijah 

said unto him, Elisha, tarry here, 

I pray thee; for the LORD hath 

sent me to Jericho. And he said, 

As the LORD liveth, and as thy 

soul liveth, I will not leave thee. 

So they came to Jericho. 

And the sons of the prophets that 

were at Jericho came to Elisha, 

and said unto him, Knowest thou 

that the LORD will take away thy 

master from thy head to day? And 

he answered, Yea, I know it; hold 

ye your peace.  And Elijah said un-

to him, Tarry, I pray thee, here; for 

the LORD hath sent me to Jordan. 

And he said, As the LORD liveth, 

and as thy soul liveth, I will not 

leave thee. And they two went on.” 

And fifty men of the sons of the 

prophets went, and stood to view 

afar off: and they two stood by Jor-

dan. And Elijah took his mantle, 

and wrapped it together, and smote 

the waters, and they were divided 

hither and thither, so that they two 

went over on dry ground.” KJV.

And five of them were wise, 

and five were foolish.  They 

that were foolish took their 

lamps, and took no oil with 

them:  But the wise took oil in 

their vessels with their lamps.  

While the Bridegroom tarried, 

they all slumbered and slept.
